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African American Authors to Celebrate

This Black History Month

Before becoming a famous writer, MAYA ANGELOU was a
professional dancer and a cable car conductor (the first Black
female conductor in San Franciscol). She spoke six languages and
was the first African American woman to have a film screenplay
produced.

OCTAVIA BUTLER was dyslexic. Despite struggling with reading
as a child, she became one of science fiction's most celebrated
authors. She was the first science fiction writer to receive a
MacArthur "Genius" Grant. NASA has named the landing site of

the agency's Perseverance rover "Octavia E. Butler Landing."

OCTAVIA E BUTLER

JAMES BALDWIN moved to Paris when he was just 24 years
old with only $40 in his pocket! He left America to figure out
how his life story could help him connect with people
everywhere. His brave decision paid off: He became an
international literary superstar.

LANGSTON HUGHES dropped out of college to become a sailor. He
traveled the world on cargo ships and wrote poetry while working in the
kitchen. He literally threw his books into the sea one day, symbolically
breaking with his past. Later, he became one of the most important voices of
the Harlem Renaissance.

oni . TONI MORRISON became the first African American woman to
Morrison ¥ win the Nobel Prize in Literature (1993). Her novels, including
Beloved, Song of Solomon, and The Bluest Eye, examined the
African American experience with lyrical prose and unflinching
honesty.

PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN

& THE VENTURA COUNTY
PROBATION AGENCY

Two years ago, the Ventura County
Probation Agency and the Ventura
County Library came together to
address an important community
need: providing public library
services to youth housed at the
County’s Juvenile Facilities.

Located along Vineyard Avenue ¢
in Oxnard, this state-of-the-art
detention and commitment
facility serves incarcerated
youth up to age 25 and is
situated in an unincorporated
area of the county near the
community of El Rio.

In recent reports, the
California Department of
Corrections and
Rehabilitation estimated
that over half of
incarcerated adults are
functionally illiterate.

Recognizing these
challenges, staff from both
the Probation Agency and

make a meaningful

difference. Through a two-year pilot
partnership, both agencies are working
together to bring library services and
literacy resources directly to
incarcerated youth in Ventura County.
The initiative aligns with the County of
Ventura's strategic goal to meet and
sustain basic needs while serving as a
reliable safety net for vulnerable
populations.

On June 24, 2025, the Ventura County
Board of Supervisors formally
approved the partnership by adopting
a resolution authorizing an agreement
between the Ventura County Library
and the Probation Agency. With that
approval in place, work on the new
library space is now underway.

An official ribbon-cutting
ceremony is planned in
March 2026 to celebrate
the launch of this
innovative service

The graduate, Lillian Sutton who had left high
school mid-senior year and struggled to complete
her diploma through other programs, found
success through the Ventura County Library's
scholarship-funded Career Online High School
(COHS) initiative, a free online program that
helps adults earn accredited high school
diplomas while also gaining career training.

The program's flexible, self-paced structure
proved crucial to Lillian's success. Working online
from any location, students receive
comprehensive support including assigned
academic coaches, subject specialists, and
program coordinators who provide regular check-
ins and encouragement throughout the journey.

Beyond traditional high school coursework,
COHS offers career certification in fields such as
Food and Hospitality, Child Care and Education,
and Office Management, equipping graduates
with practical skills for immediate employment
opportunities.

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Her library experience has included
expanding library buildings, creating dedicated
children’s and business centers, launching coffee
bars and developing outdoor amphitheaters and
playgrounds.

For Anne, the most rewarding part of
librarianship isn't just programming or collections,
it's people.

Anne’s journey into librarianship began in
a familiar place: story time. While volunteering
in the children’s department of her hometown
library on Long Island, New York, she stepped
in to help and quickly discovered a calling. That
volunteer role turned into a paid position, then
a full-time children’s librarian role. From there,
Anne’s career expanded across public and
school libraries where she has served as a
librarian and director in multiple states, leading
transformative projects.

“You don’t always know who you're
helping,” she says. “You just treat everyone with
kindness, every day.” Anne is especially
passionate about strengthening adult
programming, tailoring services to each
community and supporting library staff growth
through training and technology.

Her story is a powerful reminder of why
libraries matter: they are places of continuity,
compassion, and possibility and leaders like
Anne Hogya help make that impact felt every
single day.
